NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN:

Effective December 4, 2000, and thereafter, files or items belonging to the files of the court
shall remain in the custody of the clerk.

Civil and criminal court files will not be checked out, including transcripts, unless there is a
prior written order of the Chief Judge.  

A coin-operated copier will be available in the public viewing room of the clerk’s office in 
Omaha and Lincoln. 

On request, the clerk’s staff will make copies of public documents at a fee of 50 cents per
page as prescribed by Title 28 U.S.C. § 1914.   Payment must be made at the time the service
is requested by cash, check or money order made payable to “Clerk, U.S. District Court.” 
The fee shall apply to services rendered on behalf of the United States if the record or paper
requested is available through electronic access.

The clerk’s staff cannot make change for cash payment to the clerk or for the public using the
coin operated copier.

Public files and pleadings can be viewed in the clerk’s office in Omaha and Lincoln, between
the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:45 p.m.
